cheeseburger and fries.

. Widow Puckett House

This is one of the oldest homes in Chapel Hill (the other being
the Hooper-Kyser House across the street). The Widow
Puckett House is dated 1798, but no one is really sure because
the widow Jane Puckett bought the present lot for $40 in
1817. She sold the property for $1,300 in 1820, indicating a
house had been built (it may be that the original house on this
lot burned).

Crook’s Corner Cafe & Bar

Crook’s has the reputation for being “the birthplace of Shrimp
and Grits.” For the past 17 years, chef and author Bill Smith
has faithfully continued the traditions established by founding
chef Bill Neal, while creating delicious, original dishes that
have become classic -- if not iconic -- Southern dishes. In both
2009 and 2010, the James Beard Awards named Bill Smith

in the final four for Best Chef Southeast. And in 2010, The
James Beard Foundation nominated Crook’s Corner a Best
Restaurant in the US.

. Hooper-Kyser House

Built in 1814 by Dr. William Hooper, the grandson and
namesake of one of North Carolina’s three signers of the
Declaration of Independence. In 1951, it became the home
of the famed Big Band leader Kay Kyser, “The Ol’ Professor
of the Kollege of Musical Knowledge,” whose radio show and
films made him one of the top entertainers in the country.

. Mickle-Mangum-Smith-Manning House

(“Betty Smith House”)

After moving to Chapel Hill in 1936, Author Betty Smith

lived is this home from 1944 to 1972. Smith, one of the most
acclaimed novelists of the twentieth century, is best known for
her novel, A Tree Grows in Brooklyn, published in 1943.

The house was originally built in 1829.

. The Carolina Inn

The Carolina Inn has served as the central meeting place for
students, academics, faculty, local townspeople and visitors
since it opened in 1924. The Carolina Inn pioneered what’s
now known as the Southern Colonial style, a mixture of
Georgian, Neoclassical and European influences. The original
facade of the building was modeled after the front of Mount
Vernon that faces the Potomac River. The whole structure
embraces the feel of a plantation-style mansion. An extensive
collection of antiques complements the casually elegant decor.
It is listed as an Historic Hotel of America, a program of the
National Trust for Historic Preservation.
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
