The Hillsborough Jazz Festival is September 25 from Noon - 6 pm at the Historic Moorefields Estate,  just a few miles from downtown Hillsborough.  

William Thomas “Billy” Strayhorn, Duke Ellington’s longtime collaborator, was among the most influential figures in American jazz. A versatile composer, arranger, and pianist, Strayhorn joined Ellington’s orchestra at age 22 in 1939 and worked with the bandleader the rest of his life. Ellington publicly acknowledged the central role Strayhorn played in his success, writing the band’s theme “Take the A Train”.  Although Strayhorn was born in Dayton, Ohio, his roots ran deep in Orange County and, importantly, his frequent stays in Hillsborough as a boy were essential to his musical development.  An historical marker on Churton Street in downtown, acknowledges his time in Hillsborough.

The Jazz Festival, sponsored by the Hillsborough Arts Council, features the Ed Moon Trio, Magic of African Rhythms, Sawyer-Goldberg Jazz, Laura Ridgeway, Equinox, Lois Deloatch and John Brown Quintet.

The library's temporary location within the mall will allow residents to continue to borrow from approximately 70 percent of the library's collection (the remaining 30 percent will be placed in storage) and to attend programs while the renovations occur. The Chapel Hill Public Library today is the busiest public library per capita in North Carolina, serving an average of 1,085 visitors per day. The 27,000 square foot Chapel Hill Public Library was built in 1994 in the northeast section of Pritchard Park, a 32-acre public park with nature and walking trails. The $16.26 million library construction expansion program will add 35,500 square feet to the library building and an art garden. Construction may begin in December 2010 and last 1-1/2 years.
