	 Touch Downtown Chapel Hill


Fans coming to the 2010 UNC home football games will notice some transportation changes as part of the continued “Touch Downtown Chapel Hill” campaign.  The Touch Downtown goal is bolstering the community, hometown spirit and economic activity during football weekends.  The campaign, in its third year, is designed to remind fans coming to Kenan Stadium to start early and stay late.   

Nationwide Insurance, a new sponsor of UNC Athletics, is offering The World’s Greatest Free Ride in the World: free shuttle rides for fans to Kenan Stadium on game day.  The route will be a continuous loop from the Varsity Theatre, to Columbia Street, to Pittsboro Street, South Road, Raleigh Street and back to Franklin Street downtown. Three stops are at the Varsity at 123 E. Franklin Street, Fraternity Court on Colombia Street and at the Bell Tower on South Road.   Nationwide provides two 32-passenger buses.  The World’s Greatest Free Ride in the World will run for seven hours each game day, beginning three hours prior to kick-off and running for approximately for 60 minutes after the game ends. 

This year, there are four Chapel Hill Transit Tar Heel Express Park and Ride Lots with buses running to Kenan Stadium down from six used during the 2009 football season.  The two park and ride lots off of Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd will not be in use this year, so the route to downtown from these lots has been discontinued.  The drop-off site for the four Tar Heel Express routes is one block from Kenan Stadium and Tar Heel Town. The costs for all Tar Heel Express buses are $5 round trip and $3 one-way.

Remaining Carolina home football games are East Carolina on October 2, Clemson on October 9, William & Mary on October 30, Virginia Tech on November 13 and NC State on November 20. 

	Trolley Returns to 2nd Friday ArtWalk
The longstanding arts-event, 2nd Friday Artwalk, which runs through both Carrboro and Chapel Hill, will benefit from two Trolley cars on October 8th, from 6-9 pm, beginning at the ArtsCenter in Carrboro and running to Boundary Street and back. 	 Andy Warhol Exhibition Comes to Ackland Art Museum
Best known as a painter and filmmaker, Andy Warhol also was a prolific photographer. Bringing together moments of his art, work and life, a new exhibition opening October 2 at the Ackland Art Museum, on the campus of the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, will include about 250 Polaroids and 70 gelatin silver black-and-white prints that Warhol took between 1970 and 1987.  

The exhibition, "Big Shots: Andy Warhol Polaroids," will be at the Ackland through January 2, running concurrently with two more exhibitions that showcase the art of portraiture.

Another exhibition is "Counterlives" which presents 19 works by 14 artists who explore the current age of reproduced portraits, many of which are inventions filled with curiosities and contradictions.  "Enduring Likeness" comprises 15 artworks from the Renaissance to the 20th century that explore two forms of portraiture: one that strives for human likeness, to make a claim for lasting memory and stand outside of time, and another that foregrounds the artist's signature style, sometimes at the expense of a true likeness of the sitter.

The Board of County Commissioners acknowledged  the Orange County Arts Commission’s most recent arts grant recipients on September 21. Grants were awarded by the Orange County Arts Commission to 8 non-profit organizations, 1 individual artist, and 8 Orange County elementary and middle schools committed to keeping the arts in classroom.  Additionally, the Arts Commission provided funding for two Triangle programs that promote emerging artists and the literary arts.  The $34,423 state-generated grants are designed to provide financial support for community arts-programming, including arts-in-education with an emphasis on exposure to the creative process through direct contact with professional artists. All these programs in Orange County are supported by funds from the Grassroots Program of the North Carolina Arts Council, a state agency.    

Southwest Airlines the largest carrier at Raleigh-Durham International Airport, plans to buy AirTran also an RDU airline, for nearly $1.4 billion in cash and stock.  According to an article in the Triangle Business Journal, consolidation generally translates into less competition and therefore, higher air fares, but RDU spokeswoman Mindy Hamlin sees some potential positives. “With the merger, Southwest will gain more aircraft, which opens up opportunities for growth and could benefit RDU’s customers,” Hamlin told TBJ.  “Even prior to the economic downturn, there were predictions that airlines would merge, resulting in a handful of major carriers. For RDU, the mergers do not impact passengers if the two airlines’ routes do not overlap, which is the case with the Southwest and AirTran merger.”

Congratulations to Former UNC basketball standout Camille Little who had 15 points and seven rebounds for Seattle in the series clinching victory over Atlanta.  Seattle went a perfect 7-0 in this year's playoffs on it's way to winning the 2010 WNBA Championship.  Little played at UNC from 2004-2007.
