She is a regular contributor to MSNBC, providing commentary on U.S. elections, racial issues, religious questions and gender concerns.

	Chapel Hill in Plain Sight: Notes from the Other Side of the Tracks


Daphne Athas, well into her eighties, is an award-winning  writer who has touched many lives in North Carolina and beyond, through her creative work and long tenure at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.  Chapel Hill in Plain Sight: Notes from the Other Side of the Tracks, is Ms. Athas' personal narrative that traverses the twentieth-century milestones—the Depression, World War II, the McCarthy hearings—and infuses this history with a local population of writers, philosophers, orphans, murderers, red-baiters, and landlords. 

When Athas and her newly poor family crash-landed in Chapel Hill during the Depression, they settled into life on the other side of the tracks. From that perspective, teenager Athas honed her abilities to uncover and dissect myth and secrets to create a chronicle that separates truth from lore. 

Ms. Athas will be reading her book at the Regulator Bookstore in Durham on September 23 at 7 pm, at the UNC Student Stores Bulls Head Bookshop on September 28 at 3:30 pm and at McIntyre's Books in Fearrington Village on October 2 at 11 am.  Friends of the Chapel Hill Library’s Meet-the Author Tea will feature Ms. Athas January 21, 2011. 

She taught in the Creative Writing Program at UNC from 1968 until 2009. She lives in Carrboro, NC, next door to the very house she describes building in Chapel Hill in Plain Sight.

The book, available this month, is published by Eno Publishers.
